There are 40 passes available.  To obtain one, only during daylight hours, please proceed to the BMA’s west, or Staff entrance (when looking towards the BMA it is on your left), and approach the security guard’s booth to obtain and fill out the BMA Vehicle Parking Permit information form.
Please read the information carefully (see a copy of the BMA Vehicle Parking Permit) since the museum and the City of Baltimore will not be liable for vehicles parked at that lot.  NOTE: The same rules that apply to parking on the streets apply here.
